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HOW IT WORKS
Based on when homes were purchased, the Stanislaus County 
assessor’s office  automatically will reduce property value 
assessments for about 38,000 houses and condos. That means 
owners of homes purchased from July 2003 to December 2007 
will owe less property taxes for the 2008-09 tax year. To 
determine, generally, how much your home’s assessment will fall, 
check the purchase date. The percent declines listed are 
countywide averages, but exact assessments will be adjusted by 
location and house size.
