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from Dec. 1 through March 31.
The city planned to spend about
$900,000 on the project.

Blake Hennings, co-owner of
the nearby Calwater Drilling
Co., said he was concerned about
vandalism but also was sympa-
thetic about the need for shelter
somewhere.

“I have a feeling for the home-
less situation, but I urge you to
reconsider this location,” he
said.

Mel Powell, who is homeless,
said the debate has gone on too
long and that city, business and
homeless representatives need
to find a solution.

“Civil rights are at stake here,
not money,” he said. “You’re al-
ways going to have homeless peo-
ple here, so why not accept it?”

Kevin Schachterle, another
homeless man, said the B Street
building, used as a shelter since
late 2004, would serve for the
coming winter.

“It’s cold and it’s wet and peo-
ple are out there,” he said.

The South Walnut site was cho-
sen from among several options
by a group that includes repre-
sentatives of the city, the home-
less, California State University,
Stanislaus, and other parties.

The group has been trying to
find a long-term solution to the
homeless issue, which flared up
with the 2002 clearing of an ille-
gal camp along South Golden

State Boulevard. The group has
worked on providing temporary
shelter for winter as well as ser-
vices that could help people get
into jobs and permanent hous-
ing.

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stemming from the death of
Michael Anthony Valles, 23 of
Modesto, Lopez was convicted of
shooting at an occupied build-
ing, being a felon in possession
of a firearm, participating in a
criminal street gang and attempt-
ing to dissuade witnesses from
testifying.

Judge Scott T. Steffen said he
will sentence Lopez on Sept. 26.

According to authorities, Lo-
pez and Valles went to the tattoo
parlor, formerly on Carver
Road, because Bargas had
stabbed Lopez’s cousin with a
screwdriver two nights earlier
after the men argued about a
fight involving two women they
both knew.

Bargas, a Norteño dropout,
also was considered a snitch be-
cause he had cooperated with au-
thorities years earlier after he
was arrested in connection with
a drive-by shooting. He reported-
ly opened fire about 7 p.m., after
Lopez and Valles surrounded
him.

In the prosecutor’s version of
events, Lopez reached for a gun
tucked into his belt, but Bargas
beat him to the punch, retriev-
ing .22- and .38-caliber pistols
from beneath his hooded sweat-
shirt and firing from both.

In the defense version, Bargas
was trigger-happy, firing at men
who only wanted to talk, with Lo-
pez retrieving a gun Valles
dropped as he was shot to death.

Both sides agree that Lopez
fled the scene, returning fire
from a .45-caliber pistol as he
backed away from the tattoo par-

lor.
Modesto police found shell cas-

ings, the gun Lopez fired and a
trail of blood outside the tattoo
parlor. They caught up with Lo-
pez at Doctors Medical Center,
where he sought treatment for
wounds to his chin and legs.

Bargas was not charged with
any crimes, but Lopez has five
prior convictions that will count
against him when he is sen-
tenced, including a strike on his
record from a carjacking in 1996.

Life in prison is a sure thing,
so Brennan plans to dismiss two
other cases Lopez picked up in
jail, for possession of a shank

and possession of a hacksaw
blade. The prosecutor said Lo-
pez’s possession of a hacksaw
blade is evidence of his status in
the gang world.

“It takes an influential gang-
ster to smuggle that thing in,”
Brennan said.

Lopez, who testified in his own
defense, told the jury that he was
done with the gang lifestyle.

“He told his story,” Richard-
son said. “Obviously they didn’t
believe it, but he told it.”
