If funding is approved for a
$77 million courthouse and
parking garage in Modesto,
plans call for the structure to
be built in four phases over at
least a decade.
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PHASE 1

A seven- to eight-story
S5, building would be
constructed in the courtyard
parking lot area between the
existing courthouse and the
county jail. It would contain
eight courtrooms and
support offices.

Workers in the Hall of Records
portion of the old courthouse
facing | Street would be
moved to the new building,
and the Hall of Records would
be demolished. A second
eight-courtroom module
would be built, extending
toward 12th Street.

PHASE 3

Another eight-courtroom
S, module would extend
2 toward | Street along the
12th Street side.
Occupants of the old
courthouse wing along
11th Street would move
into the new building.

PHASE 4

The remainder of the old
courthouse would be
demolished, and the new
courthouse completed, with
16 courtrooms along

11th Street. The county
would retain ownership of
the courthouse lawn facing
| Street, and the county jail
building behind the
courthouse.
