
Oak Valley Hospital is asking voters to OK a 
$27 million bond to build a new hospital. A 
property owner whose home is valued at 
$300,000 would pay $36.39 annually for 
30 years, in addition to the $109 a year he or she 
pays for a 2004 hospital bond. That would be a 
total payment of $4,350. Here is a sampling of 
taxes and assessments property owners in the 
hospital district already pay annually*:
