JERSEYS What they all mean, and how to spot teams by their colors
Leader: Awarded to the rider 
with the least amount of 
cumulative elapsed time over the 
entire race. Depending on each 
day’s results, the rider wearing 
the leader jersey can change 
from stage to stage.

Most courageous: Awarded to 
a cyclist who best exemplifies the 
character of those engaged in the 
fight against cancer.

King of the mountain:
This jersey goes to the peloton’s 
strongest climber.

Young rider: Riders under 23 
years old compete for this one.

Sprint: Awarded to the rider who 
accumulates the most bonus 
points.
