thanaPonzischeme,”acityadvisory
reads.
“I’mverydisappointedthatthe
statewouldbesoirresponsible,”said
CouncilwomanKristinOlsen,vice
chairwomanoftheCityCouncil’sfi-
nancecommittee.Cityofficialslaid
offeightpoliceofficerstohelpclosea
$4.8millionbudgetgap.
Thestate’s“extrahelping”could
costsomedeputiestheirjobs,said
SheriffAdamChristianson,whore-
ducedhisdepartment’sbudgetby
$7millionthisspringwithoutresort-
ingtolayoffs.
“Idon’thaveanythingelsetogive,”
Christiansonsaid.“Theonlything
leftisreductionsinforce.It’ssimply
notfair,and(stateleaders)shouldn’t
beabletodoit.”
Alsofacingthechoppingblockare
about25ofthe120workersinthecoun-
ty’sroadcrews,plusninevacantposi-
tions.Officialsrecentlyrealizedthat

stateleaderswereeyeingthecounty’s
$8millioningastaxesandupto
$4.9millioninProposition42trans-
portationtaxes.
“Roadconstructionwillpretty
muchcometoahaltinthiscounty,”
saidJimDeMartini,chairmanofthe
BoardofSupervisors.Roadmainte-
nancewouldbehitevenworse,said
publicworksdirectorMattMachado,
whointendstobringlayoffrecommen-
dationstotheboardAug.4.
“We’reallupset,”Machadosaid.“A
lotofgood,goodpeoplewilllosetheir
jobs.Andthepeoplewhoremainwill
havetocarrythatextraload,sothere
willbemoreworkwithlesspeople—
whohavefurloughs.”
ThelatestnewsfromSacramento
suggestsanadditional$1.5millionhit
todrugcourtandotheralternativesto
incarcerationfordrugoffenses.Drug
abuseandmentalhealthprograms
wereravagedbypreviouscutsand
likelywillbeagain.
Thecountymightlose$9.6million
moreifstateleadersdecidetowith-
holdmoneyowedtocountiesforpro-
gramsmandatedbySacramento.And
rumorspersistaboutaraidonrede-
velopmentmoney,perhapscosting
thecounty$2.23million.Onescenario
hasthestatesuingitselfassoonasthe
budgetissigned,justtoseeifthat
moneygrabislegal.
“That’showconvolutedandconfus-
ingthewholeprocessis,”Robinson
said.
“Itappearstobethesameoldshell
gameofshiftingmoneyaround,bor-
rowinganddeferringpayments,”De-
Martinisaid.“Whatthey(statelegisla-
tors)needtodoiscutexpenses.That’s
whatwedohere.”
Thecountyalsoexpectsdeepslash-
estojobtraining,healthcarefor
needychildrenandin-homesupport
services,althoughexactnumbers
aren’tknown.

Otherdefendantsstruckdeals
Overtheyears,prosecutorsnego-
tiatedpleadealswithfourdefen-
dants,leavingMartinezandRodela,
whohavetheoldestbookingnum-
bersinthejail,tostandtrialonmur-
dercharges.
Accordingtocourtrecords,there
wereatleasteightincidentsbe-
tweentherivalgangsintheweeks
beforeRosadowasshotintheface,
includingfivedrive-byshootings
anda“dryrun”nearRosado’s
homeinthe2700blockofJannaAve-
nuethenightbeforethefatalshoot-
ing.
JustwhathappenedthenightRo-
sadodiedremainshotlycontested
inlegalmotionsfiledbyattorneys
onbothsides.Authoritiessaythey
believeRosadowasarmedwitha
shotgunwhentwocarsconverged
uponhishomejustafter11p.m.on
April6,2001.
OnecarwasdrivenbyMartinez.
TheothercarwasdrivenbyVin-
centLopez,30,whoisservinga
12-yearprisonsentence.Hefledto
Texasbutwaspickedupduringa
trafficstopinHoustonandextradit-
edtoModesto,wherehepleadedno
contesttomanslaughter.
Investigatorsfound37shellcas-
ingsfromseveralguns,including
anAK-47andtwo.380-caliberhand-
guns,atthecrimescene.
Threemenwhoplayedlesser
rolesintheshootingfingeredLo-
pez,MartinezandRodela,accord-
ingtocourtrecords.
BrianOyler,33,toldauthorities
thatMartinezwantedrevengebe-
causehehadbeenshotbymembers
ofDeadMan’sCurve.Oylerpleaded
guiltytogangandaccessorycharg-
esandwassentencedtofiveyears
inprison.
LamarHuntley,32,toldauthori-
tiesheretrievedgunsfromahome
themorningaftertheshooting.He
pleadedguiltytogangchargesand
wassentencedto180daysinjail.
ScottBatesJr.,25,toldauthorities
heloanedMartineza1991Pontiac
GrandPrixallegedlyusedinthe
drive-byshooting,inexchangefor
somecocaine,andretrievedthecar
aftertheshooting.Hewasprosecut-
edinJuvenileCourt,wheremost
casesareconfidential,buthelater
rackedupadultcharges.

Fatalshotindispute
Ifthecasehadgonetotrial,de-
fenseattorneyswouldhaveat-
tackedBates’credibilityandasked
lotsofquestionsaboutthetrajecto-
ryofthebulletthatkilledRosado.
Authoritiescontendthatthefatal
shotscamefromRodela,whowasa
passengerinoneofthecars,butde-
fenseattorneyssaidRosadocould
havebeenkilledbyoneofhis
friends,GerardoJaquez,whomay
havebeenpostedonaroofacross
thestreet.
Jaquezinitiallytoldpolicehewas
standingnexttoRosadowhenhe
died,butlatersaidheliedtotheau-
thoritiesandstashedgunsonaroof
beforethepolicearrived,according
tocourtrecords.
InthemonthsafterRosado’s
death,Jaquezhadhisowntroubles
withthelaw.
Hewasarrestedinfall2001incon-
nectionwithtwounprovokedstab-
bings.Threeyearslater,Jaquez
wasfoundnotguiltybyreasonof
insanityandsenttoNapaStateHos-
pital,whichreleasedhimin2006,
accordingtocourtrecords.
In2001,Jaquez’smothertoldpo-
licethathersonseemedobsessed
withRosado’sdeath,especiallyin
theweeksleadingtounprovokedas-
saultsontwostrangers.According
toareportthatispartofJaquez’s
file:“Gerardohasbeencallingout
Oroville’snameduringthelast
weekashestaresathimselfinthe
mirrorandflexesallofhismus-
cles.”

SACRAMENTO—Threateningto
scuttleCalifornia’sbudgetdeal,As-
semblyRepublicanleaderSam
BlakesleeaccusedDemocratsonTues-
dayofdouble-crossinghimwithan
emergingplantoreducethestate’s
prisonpopulation.
Inane-mailtocolleaguestitled,
“BudgetDoubleCross?”Blakeslee
saidthebudgetnegotiatedwithDemo-
cratsclearlyruledout“earlyprisoner
releases.”
Blakeslee,ofSanLuisObispo,also
saidthatleadershadagreedtotackle
theprisonissueinAugustafterthe
mainbudgetbillshadbeenapproved
bytheLegislature,anactionthatten-
tativelyisscheduledforThursday.
“JusttwohoursagoIlearnedfrom
staffthatSenateDemocratsarecon-
coctingaradioactivecorrectionsbill
thatincludestheworstoftheworst—
asentencingcommissionandrelease
of27,000prisoners,etc.,”Blakeslee
wrote.
TheAssemblyRepublicanleader
addedthathehadinformedAssembly
SpeakerKarenBassofLosAngeles
andSenatePresidentProTemDarrell
SteinbergofSacramentothat“there
willbenoRepublicanvotesforany
portionofthebudgetiftheyallow
suchabilltobepartofthepackage.”
Steinbergsaidtherewasno“double
cross”andpredictedthattheissue
wouldberesolvedamicably.
“Ithinkit’snothingmorethanasim-
plemisunderstanding,”Steinberg
said.“Thiswillbeworkedout.”
Blakeslee’seruptionwasjustoneof
severalmajorattacksTuesdayonthe
state’sfreshlymintedplantoclosea
$26.3billionbudgetgap.

EarlierTuesday,theLosAngeles
CountyBoardofSupervisorsvotedto
authorizealawsuitiftheLegislature
adoptsportionsofthedealthatwould
bolsterstatecofferswithlocalredevel-
opmentandgastaxfunds.
Basspredictedthatthewide-
rangingbudgetproposalwouldpass
despiteitsnumerouscritics,saying
lawmakershad“noeasychoices”in
solvingsuchamassiveshortfall.
Blakeslee’sangerstemmedfroman
emergingplanthatwouldrelease
thousandsofprisonerstohomedeten-
tionandcountyjails.

Blakeslee:Wedidn’tdiscussthis

Theplanwouldcutthestate’spris-
onsystemby$1.2billion,partlybyre-
ducingtheprisonpopulation.
Blakeslee,inhismemotocol-
leagues,saidthatthroughoutbudget
negotiations,“WeinsistedthatRepub-
licanvoteswouldneverbeprovided
forabudgetdealthatincludedearly
releaseofprisoners.”
Inapublicstatementlater,
Blakesleesaidthat“budgetnegotia-
tionsdependonthegood-faithactions
ofallparties”andthataninmatere-
ductionplanneverwasdiscussedor
agreedupon.

“Wemadeitabundantlycleardur-
ingnegotiationsthatsuchpolicies
wouldendangerthepublicandwere
unacceptable,”hesaid.
Proponentsoftheplanemerging
Tuesdaycontendthatitdoesnotpro-
pose“earlyrelease,”allowingfelons
backontothestreetsbeforethey’ve
servedtheirsentences.
Gov.Schwarzenegger’sgoalistore-
ducetheprisonpopulationbyabout
27,000inmatesthroughsixmeasures,
noneofwhichthegovernorconsiders
“earlyrelease,”accordingtoCorrec-
tionsSecretaryMatthewCate.
Forinstance,thegovernor’splanan-
ticipateskeepingabout5,300parolees
outofprisonbynotforcingthemto
returnforlow-leveloffenses.
Andcertain“wobbler”crimes
wouldbetreatedasmisdemeanors
ratherthanfeloniesundertheplan,
suchaspossessionofstolenproperty
orpettytheftwithaprioroffense.
Thatwouldkeep4,300offendersinlo-
calfacilitiesratherthanstateprisons.
Basssaidsheiswillingtopassother
aspectsofthebudgetnow,thentackle
cutstothecorrectionsdepartmentin
August,aftertheLegislature’ssum-
merrecess.
“Iftheydon’twanttodocorrections
now,we’llwait,”Basssaid.“Problem
solved.”
