DID YOU KNOW?

Health care advice:

B Use insect repellent containing
DEET when outdoors, and wear long
sleeves and long pants.

B Avoid being outdoors during dawn S
and dusk, when mosquitoes are most
likely to bite.

M Pyt screens on windows and doors.

B Empty standing water (in flower pots, buckets, empty
tires,

barrels or rain gutters).

B Change water regularly in pet dishes and birdbaths.

B Keep wading pools empty and on their sides when not
being used.

B Report unusually high mosquito levels, as well as
dead birds.
