Escalon’s Miguel a formidable ballplayer

Is there anything
Escalon junior

halfback Josh Miguel
can’t do when he’s got a
ball in his hands?
Someone will have to
show me before I’ll
believe he can’t.

And it’s not just a
football; he’s pretty good
at baseball, too.

The all-district second
baseman led Escalon to a
stunning upset of Central Catholic
in the Sac-Joaquin Section
Division 5 baseball final last
spring. Now he seems intent on
getting the Cougars into the
Section football championship
game this fall.

He needed just nine carries to
pile up 197 yards and two TDs in a
37-0 win over Lathrop. He also
caught a 41-yard scoring pass
from junior Gino Franceschetti, a
play that was just as important as
any of his runs.

Franceschetti, replacing his
cousin Spencer at quarterback,
made his varsity debut going
3-for-3 — with all three passes
going for TDs. He tossed two to
Brandson Shaw, the former QB
who is now split out as a receiver
to take advantage of his speed and
athleticism.

The Cougars should pile up
plenty more points this week vs.
Linden — the Lions surrendered
41 to Ripon on Friday — but then
Escalon should face a challenge in
Week 4. That’s when Patterson
comes to town in what has
become one of the Stanislaus
District’s most spirited and
physical rivalries.

Patterson isn’t very fast this fall,
but the Tigers have a rugged
defensive line and their
linebackers are among the best in
the region. It will be quite a
showdown as Miguel tries to gain
yards vs. the Tigers.

� MANTECA’S STAMPEDE — When I
interviewed Manteca running back
Robert Ladiges before the Buffs’
first game, he talked about getting
25 carries and running for 200 yards
a night. Looking at the stout, but
stubby senior, I had my doubts.

OK, now I’m sold. Ladiges opened
the season with this impressive per-
formance: 28 carries, 213 yards and
four TDs in 51-22 rout of Galt (1-1).
He doesn’t have the big-play dynam-
ic of Marquis Miller, the Buffs’ star
of the last two years, but Ladiges is
a bull near the end zone — his TD
runs were 5, 5, 2 and 2 yards.

� PARSONS’ DEBUT — He didn’t
have Isaiah Burse, but former
Modesto Christian coach Mike Par-
sons had someone just as good to
lean on in his first game as coach at
Clovis West. Nevada-bound Ken-
dall Brock ran for 194 yards and
five TDs as CW beat Merced 42-21.

MC went 15-0 and won the State
Small School Bowl last fall. That
convinced CW, one of the Central
Valley’s preeminent programs, to
hire Parsons to become its fourth
coach in six years. One of those
coaches, fired after reaching a sec-

tion final, is suing the school
for what he says was unjust
termination.

Innovation, explosiveness
and expectations were Par-
sons’ calling cards at MC,
and that hasn’t changed: “I
was happy, but we’ve got
work to do,” he said after the
win.

� SEVICK STARTS 2-0 —
Todd Sevick, whose earlier stops in-
cluded Johansen and Enochs, has
the folks in Waterford wondering
just how far their team might go af-
ter a 2-0 start.

The Wildcats’ Week 1 rout of Ri-
verbank left questions, given the
way Riverbank has traditionally
struggled. But Friday’s 28-3 pound-
ing of Hughson was impressive.
With QB Wade Hawkins, 6-foot-3
David Hill providing a downfield
threat, and a pack of ball carriers,
the Wildcats finally have some of-
fensive balance.

Opening the season 2-0 vs. Trans-
Valley League teams — that could
be a first — the Cats will host 2-0 Big
Valley Christian this Friday. The
Lions beat Ripon Christian and Tur-
lock Christian the first two weeks,
and they’ll have plenty to prove, as
well.

� HILMAR MARCHES ON — It’s two
down and two to go for Hilmar,
with one of the most difficult sched-
ules of any small-school team in the
district. The ’Jackets opened with a
17-14 win over Beyer — the first
time in the modern era that Hilmar
played a Division 1 school — and
they beat Ceres 21-20 Friday.

Diminutive Isaac Diaz ran for 150
yards against Ceres, which put the
wraps on Ripon’s explosive offense
a week earlier. But it doesn’t get
any easier. Hilmar hosts Div. 1
Enochs this week, then visits Div. 1
Buhach Colony — The Bee’s
No.2-ranked team.

The schedule is part of coach
Frank Marques’ effort to ready his
team for the Trans-Valley League,
the top small-school league in the
section.

� SIERRA’S SURPRISE —Sierra’s
running game got a new look with
the arrival of sophomore Anthony
Cota, a physical running back who
was at Manteca a year ago. Cota
was promoted to the varsity for last
year’s playoff game, but has trans-
ferred to Sierra.

He missed Week 1 because the sec-
tion had not ruled him eligible, but
had a strong debut with 11 carries
for 87 yards and a 74-yard TD catch.
Cota, teaming with scatback Aaron
Manuta (19 carries, 114 yards, 2
TDs), will give Sierra an inside-out-
side combo.

� THE GOLDEN BOY — With defens-
es expected to focus on stopping
Zach Roberson’s potent arm, Sum-
merville halfback Tyler Gold will
be crucial to the Bears’ success. He
debuted with 19 carries for 180
yards and three TDs in a 32-12 win
over Mariposa, often breaking into
the open as the Grizzlies’ front sev-
en was preoccupied going after Rob-
erson.

Not that Roberson didn’t enjoy a
good opener: He passed for 231
yards and two TDs, giving the
Bears’ offense a dual threat. Main-
taining that balance will be neces-
sary if Summerville hops to dupli-
cate last year’s 10-2 record and a
Mother Lode League title.

� FOOTHILL FOOTBALL — It was
quite a week for the Mother Lode
League, with five of six teams win-
ning their openers. Argonaut, Cala-

veras and Summerville rolled past
foes, as expected, but Amador and
Bret Harte also open 1-0 after strug-
gling in 2009.

We saw Zach Roberson be just as
efficient as usual in Summerville’s
win over Mariposa, and Calaveras
running back Monti Wilson — the
league’s other “name” player —
was also impressive with 101 yards
and two TDs in a surprisingly easy
34-7 rout of Weston Ranch.

and showed him the ball as I got up,” the
Raiders’ free safety said. “I got frustrated
and spiked it. It was a mistake, but I let my
emotions get to me.”

• Moments later, on fourth-and-1 at the
Central 44, the Raiders were flagged for 12
defenders in the field after a timeout.

• With 50 seconds left, Central tried to
cover speedy Steven Tomasini with a de-
fensive end — with predictable results.

• In the first overtime, the Raiders fell
victim to a similar play — once again fail-
ing to recognize a mismatch that was in
Cardinal Newman’s favor.

• In the second OT, Zach Juarez pushed

a 29-yard field goal attempt wide right. He
had missed a PAT kick and a field goal in
regulation, and had he made either kick,
Central could have avoided overtime.

Cardinal Newman didn’t waste any time:
Adrian Rubio kicked a 27-yard field goal on
the first play of its possession for the win.

In overtimes, each team starts at the 10
and is given four downs to score. Unlike in
the NFL, each team is given an opportuni-

ty with the ball.
Central’s offense was dismal for three

quarters, before Dom Ciccarelli led
73-yard drive that culminated in Sterling
Shaw’s 9-yard TD run with 2:40 to play. His
PAT pass to Jack Killian made it 14-7.

Cardinal Newman’s offense was non-ex-
istent much of the game, as it finished
with just 175 yards.

The only reliable plays were the quick
slant and an alignment that put Tomasini
in the backfield. Tomasini was called on
three times, and each time Central failed
to account for him until it was too late.

“It’s like the defense didn’t know I was
going out for a pass,” he said. “The idea is
to make them think I will block, and they
bit on that.”
